Race 1

for second. NEFARIOUS RUNNER finished a good third after racing up close on the inside throughout. HLE OAK TREE
SPECIAL broke a step slow, was under urging to advance his position in the last half of the race. JS JESSTAROSE raced
erratically in the early stages, settled down for a decent finish. SENOR VIGOTES was no match after stumbling at the start. ON
WHAT A WAGON broke slowly, trailing.

ROSIES CINCO (PT) faded along
the rail after making a bid for the lead in the early stages. TEXAS QUICKIE (PT) had no rally while under urging on the outside.
REDNECK LAJOLLA (PT) never challenged. KOOL CADE (PT) did not make an impact.

DUDE raced in contention along the rail, losing ground at the finish after getting out. BV SHADOW CARTEL put in an even effort,
never challenging for the top positions. CF STRAWBERRY ROAN was never a threat. FURR OUT fell back at the start.

HATEFUL OUT LOUD broke well, nearly getting up for
the show. SEEMEATMIDNIGHT made no rally while under urging. CALL ME FRENCHY gained some ground belatedly. DASHIN
FLYENA was no threat. WINAGAIN N TWENTYTEN was out slowly.

JESSICA JAMES DEAN
hopped at the start. SHELLS BOQUEST (PT) trailed.

SM SPECIAL FEATURE finished evenly while racing up close
on the inside. BLOSSOM IS A DANCER was no match in the final stages of the race. SOUTHERN HONEYMOON was in tight at
the start, falling back.

GET IN THE RED WARRIOR rallied from the back of the pack on the outside to take over in the final yards for the three-quarter
length win. EYE OPENING CHICK (PT) challenged HEZ ALWAYS AWESOME (QH/PT) for the early advantage and was under
urging to keep a neck in front for second while no match for the winner. HEZ ALWAYS AWESOME (QH/PT) dueled with EYE
OPENING CHICK (PT) in the early stages, giving way at the finish but still holding on for third. RED DIRT RANGER (PT) rallied
strongly in the final stages for a close fourth. BAILOUT (PT) broke slowly, recovering to gain ground late. BSM DOUBLE
TROUBLE (QH/PT) never challenged. DOMESTIC DIVA (PT) raced greenly. EYES OFF MY CORONA ducked in at the start, just
missing the rail.
